La Direccién General Adjunta de Normatividad y Coordinacion Sectorial, Unidad
de Seguros, Pensiones y Seguridad Social, Subsecretaria de Hacienda y Crédito
Publico de la Secretaria de Hacienda y Crédito Publico, mediante oficio 366-IiI-
019/08 de 23 de mayo de 2008, con fundamento en el articulo 36 de su
Reglamento Interior, solicita a esta Comision dé a conocer a esas instituciones y
sociedades la lista que emite el Grupo de Accion Financiera sobre Blangueo de
Capitales (GAF!) basandose en los analisis y acuerdos tomados en su uUltima
Reunién-Plenaria llevada a cabo el 28 de febrero de 2008, en la cua! sefiala a la
Republica de Uzbekistdn, el Territoric Norte de Chipre (Turco-Chipriota), la
Republica Islamica de Pakistan, la Republica de Turkmenistan, la Repubiica
Democratica de Sao Tomé y Principe, asi como a la Republica Istamica de Iran,
como jurisdicciones con un régimen financiero vulnerable a ilicitos relacionados
con el lavado de dinero y la financiacién del terrorismo.

Por lo expuesto, se anexa al presente la lista de que se trata, solicitandoles lo
siguiente:

1.- Reporten, por conducto de esta Comision, a la Unidad de Inteligencia
Financiera en términos de la regulacién aplicable, aquellas transacciones que
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pudieran estar relacionadas con las jurisdicciones sefialadas en la lista de
referencia.

2.- En virtud de que las citadas jurisdicciones pudiesen estar vinculadas con la
realizacion de operaciones con recursos de procedencia ilicita o de financiamiento
de actividades terroristas, actualizar las hipotesis previstas en nuestra regulacién
aplicable para prevenir y detectar operaciones de lavado de dinero o de
financiamiento al terrorismo que fueran consideradas como inusuales, en términos
de las Disposiciones de caracter general a que se refieren los articulos 140 de la
Ley General de Instituciones y Sociedades Mutualistas de Seguros y 112 de la Ley
Federal de Instituciones de Fianzas.

Lo anterior se hace de su conocimiento con fundamento en los articulos 108
fraccion 1V de la Ley General de Instituciones y Sociedades Mutualistas de
Seguros, 68 fraccion VI de la Ley Federal de Instituciones de Fianzas y de
conformidad con el Acuerdo por el que la Junta de Gobierno de la Comision
Nacional de Seguros y Fianzas delega en el presidente la facultad de emitir las
disposiciones necesarias para €l gjercicio de las facultades que la ley le otorga a
dicha Comisién, y para el eficaz cumplimiento de la misma y de las reglas y
reglamentos, emitido el 2 de diciembre de 1998 y publicado en el Diario Oficial de
la Federacion el 4 de enero de 1999.

FATF STATEMENT
28 FEBRUARY 2008

UZBEKISTAN

The FATF is particularly concerned that a series of presidential decrees in Uzbekistan has
effectively repealed the anti-money laundering/combating the financing of terrorism
(AML/CFT) regime in that country and generates a money laundering/financing of terrorism
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to restore its AML/CFT regime and to work with the Eurasian Group to establish an’
AML/CFT regime that meets intemational standards. The FATF calls on its members and
urges all jurisdictions to advise their financial institutions to take the risk arising from the
deficiencies in Uzbekistan's AML/CFT regime into account for enhanced due diligence.

IRAN

Since its October 2007 Plenary meeting, the FATF has engaged with Iran and welcomes the
commitment made by iran to improve its AML/CFT regime. Consistent with its Statement on
Iran, dated 11 October 2007, the FATF confirms its call to its members and urges all
jurisdictions to advise their financial institutions to take the risk arising from the deficiencies
in Iran’'s AML/CFT regime intc account for enhanced due diligence. Iran is encouraged to
continue its engagement with the FATF and the internationai community to address, on an
urgent basis, its AML/CFT deficiencies.

PAKISTAN

The FATF notes Pakistan's recent progress in adopting AML legislation. However, financial
institutions should be aware that the remaining deficiencies in Pakistan's AMU/CFT system
constitute a ML/FT vulnerability in the international financial system. Pakistan is urged to
continue its efforts to improve its AML/CFT laws to come into closer compliance with
international AML/CFT standards and to work closely with the Asia Pacific Group to achieve
this.

TURKMENISTAN

The FATF is concerned with deficiencies in the AML/CFT regime of Turkmenistan. The
FATF welcomes the recent steps this jurisdiction has taken to address these concerns and
calls upon Turkmenistan to continue to engage with the international community on these
issues.

SAO TOME AND PRINCIPE

The FATF is concerned with deficiencies in the AML/CFT regime of S&c Tomé & Principe.
The FATF welcomes the recent steps this jurisdiction has taken {o address these concerns
and cails upon Sac Tomé & Principe to continue to engage with the international community
on these issues.



TRANSACTIONS WITH FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS OPERATING IN THE NORTHERN
PART OF CYPRUS

The FATF weicomes the recent progress in policies and practices to combat money
laundering and terrorist financing in the northern part of Cyprus. However, given the existing
deficiencies, the FATF calls on its members and urges all jurisdictions to advise their
financial institutions to pay special attention to the ML/FT risks in transactions with financial
institutions operating in the northern part of Cyprus. The FATF encourages further progress
to address the deficiencies.
